The bus stop is 0.3
miles / 0.5 km from Navigation House.

* The nearest train station is Sleaford Station. The train station is 0.3 miles / 0.5
km from Navigation House.

*  Unfortunately there are no taxi firms in Sleaford which can specifically
accommodate wheelchairs.

E Parking

*  There is no parking at the attraction, however there is a car park on Eastgate
with spaces for blue badge holders. The car park is a 2 minute walk from
Navigation House. The surface from the car park to the entrance of the
attraction is a mix of tarmac and block paving. The car park has lighting. There
is lighting all the way to Navigation House.

*  The ramp is 990mm wide, 1200mm long with a rise of approximately 1:6.

«  Admission to Navigation House is free.

*  There are open doorways into the different rooms — these are 71.0mm wide, or
more.

*  The staff are seated at a desk but are free to move around the venue as
required.

* There is seating available in the reading area. The area is well and evenly lit by
ceiliing spot lights.

* There is a written guide to the history of Navigation House, showing the displays
upstairs, in the reading area.
